Production Assistance & Script Development Programme Criteria

PRODUCTION ASSISTANCE PROGRAMME

The Film Company will support up to 50% of the total production costs expended in Trinidad & Tobago.
Funding will depend on the experience of the producer or producer/director, the creative and production personnel
and the nature of the submission.

Proposals to be considered will include:-

. drama

. sit coms

. soaps

. mini series

. short and full-length documentaries
. animations

Funds may be requested for the following:-

. Producer/director fees

. production and post-production costs
. actors

. locations

. travel

. music

. distribution

. costumes

. sets

. special effects

. animation

EXPERIENCE

. New and Emerging - Key members of the production team are not required to have production experience.

However, they will have demonstrated a commitment to film production (amateur production,
shorts for festivals etc)

. Experienced - Key members will have produced 30 minutes or more of screened television/film programmes
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Production Assistance & Script Development Programme Criteria

REQUIREMENTS
1.Synopsis - not exceeding 250 words

2. Outline (500-1000 words) or narrative/plot development (if applicable) including list of characters or persons to
be interviewed, locations and script development

3.Treatment - for drama proposals,a complete script must be supplied
for documentary proposals, a detailed treatment (not exceeding 25 pages) must be supplied and include visual

style, story line, structure, research elements and other relevant information - for animations a storyboard

4a.Genre - clearly indicate the genre of the proposed work (action/social commentary/thriller,romance, comedy etc)
Treatment - for drama proposals, a complete script must be supplied

4b.Format - (drama, sitcom, documentary etc.)

5.Production Format: 35mm, 16mm, mini dv/HD.

6. Copyright clearance for use of novel/stage play etc with relevant option

7. Details of any cultural, social and economic diversity elements in proposed work

8.Submitted material has to demonstrate the potential of the film/documentary/to make a significant impact on
the development of the Trinidad & Tobago film, television or video industries

9.CVs of key members of the production team (producer, director,camera and sound persons, animator)
10. Cast list (if applicable). If you are proposing a film/documentary about someone who may be a high profile
figure, please supply written evidence that you have discussed your idea with that person or his/her Estate
and that there is a willingness or agreement to collaborate

11.Indicate status of production

12. Total development budget

13.Amount of money requested from the TTFC and in what category

14.Evidence of funds already raised

15. Strategy for raising additional funds

16.Examples of work of key members of production team (DVD).

17.Details of any past awards, festival screenings etc.

18.Evidence of strong interest by a broadcaster and/or distributor

19.Promotional material (photos, location stills etc.).
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SUBMISSION OF APPLICATION

. Applicants must be Trinidad & Tobago citizens or permanent residents. In the case of applications to the
Production Assistance Programme, at least 50% of the creative team should also meet this criterion

. A written submission must clearly indicate the TTFC Programme being applied to and the amount requested
. The submission must include the CVs of the applicant/s (no more than 5 pages) and all relevant information

requested under the “Requirements” section of this document that deals with The Script Writing Development
Programme and The Production Assistance Programme

. All material has to be in 12-point font with no less than 1.5 spacing
. Any supporting material must be clearly labeled
